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LOT LINE ADJUSTMENT EXCEPTION CRITERIA 

CHAPTER 19, PIEDMONT SUBDIVISION CODE 
 

  

SEC.  19.5  EXCEPTION – LOT LINE ADJUSTMENT. 

 

A lot line adjustment is a shift or rotation of an existing lot line between four or fewer 

parcels, where the land taken from one parcel is added to an adjoining parcel and where a greater 

number of parcels than originally existed are not thereby created. (GC §66412(d)) (For owner-

initiated merger of parcels, see PMC §19.7). 

 

This chapter does not apply to a lot line adjustment provided: 

 

A.  No additional parcels are created, and the adjustment is limited to four or fewer existing 

adjoining parcels; 

 

B.  The resulting parcels conform to the Piedmont Zoning Code, Piedmont Municipal Code 

section Title 15 (Buildings and Construction), and the general plan. A plot plan is 

required to determine conformance with these requirements; 

 

C.  The resulting parcels do not interfere with existing utilities, infrastructure or easements; 

 

D.  Real property taxes have been prepaid; 

 

E.  The adjustment is approved by the director; 

 

F.  The owner prepares a deed and plat map. However, if a record of survey is required under 

Business and Professions Code Section 8762, the owner shall prepare a record of survey; 

and 

 

G.  The city approves a deed description and plat map or record of survey, and the county 

recorder records these documents.  

 

A complete application for a lot line adjustment will be reviewed for conformance with 

this section by the city planner, the public works director and the city engineer. The public works 

director shall approve or disapprove the application within the time period allowed under the 

Permit Streamlining Act (GC §65920 and following).
